FAQôs (Frequently asked Questions) about the NCA Treasury 

Question: Where do the NCA funds come from? 

Answer:  92% of our funds are generated from our two annual fundraisers: the ñEnd of Trailò Rummage 

Sale, and the annual Nutrioso BBQ, held each year in July.  (And why we value our volunteers so much!) 

6% of our monies come from memberships, while the remaining comes from donations and the interest in-

come from our BBQ CD, which is to ensure the perpetuation of the annual BBQ. 

Question: How is it determined in which manner these funds are spent? 

Answer:  The elected board, while considering the ideas and input of the general membership, decides how 

the funds of the NCA will be spent through monthly board meetings, which the membership are welcome to 

attend.  While there are certain operating expenses necessary to running the organization and keeping the 

membership informed, we also must invest in equipment and supplies.  Renovating and maintenance pro-

jects are a continuing, and perhaps our largest expenditure.  Also, we, as an organization, are proud to be 

able to donate and contribute in other ways to our local community, such as holiday baskets to needy fami-

lies, sponsoring youth sports teams, and hosting an annual community Christmas party.  Suggestions of pro-

jects and donation ideas from our membership are respectfully acknowledged and welcomed.
